- Cover a WELL. KNOWN. SONG. (from any decade). - No comedy songs: NOT. THE. POINT.
- Perform solo or with others (e.g., in a band). - No karaoke.
- BYO instrument(s) or sing a cappella. - No song parodies. (Don’t rewrite the already bad lyrics.)
- Practice! Practice! Practice! - No original compositions.
